We welcome those who will be joining the faculty in the fall.  Miss Stella Mok, a former PCA student, will be joining us this year to teach in a number of different areas.  This year Mrs. Jennifer Lee will be Guidance Counsellor with part-time teaching responsibilities.  She will move into the Guidance Office in a full-time capacity in 2010-2011. We will also be welcoming a new Instrumental teacher, Mr. Steve Riches, in September. Mr. Riches comes to us from Unionville High School where he taught from 1985-1991, and also founded York Region’s only string orchestra programme in 1991. 

Below are some of the future plans for 2009-2010:

Principal’s Letter – a monthly communication tool beginning in September to be sent both electronically and posted on the website (important to have your email address).
Mission Trips – expansion of our program to allow for greater participation. Our student outreach programmes will be expanding in some very exciting ways next year. Please be looking for the August mailing which will be outlining the details for these ministry opportunities. It is a great experience which is life transforming.

*NOTE:  there will be application forms for the missions trips in the August mailing to be submitted in the first week of school (date sensitive)

Courses/Programmes – expanding courses and programmes to further facilitate student learning and needs.

AMU3O – the Performance Arts course is an addition to our curriculum this year. It will include aspects of musical performance and technical support with the purpose of preparing students with the knowledge and skills necessary for Worship Arts in churches and other performance venues.

Victory Lap Programme – based on the premise that not all students are ready or able to enter university after 4 years of secondary school.  This programme allows for students to take 5 years to complete their secondary education without the pressure of compressing learning into 4 years and taking the risk of not having the grades necessary to enter the university and programme of their choice.  Guidelines for participating in the VLP will be available at the HS office.  Students wishing to participate must have an interview with the Guidance Counsellor and Principal before being approved to participate.

AP Programme (Advanced Placement) – this year PCA has made application to the College Board to initiate and begin the development of the AP programme in the High School. There are currently 37 AP courses available through the CB, from arts and languages to math and the social sciences. Exams for these courses are written in May each year. Strong performance on AP Exams is rewarded by colleges and universities worldwide that grant students credit, placement, or both, on the basis of successful AP Exam grades. By entering college or university with AP credits the student will have the time to move into upper level courses in their field of interest, pursue a double major, or study or travel abroad. More information will be available for students and parents in the Fall through our Information Fair in September.

Student Timetables - are included in this mailing.  With the many changes, including revised option sheets there may still be adjustments necessary.  Students with questions or concerns are asked to wait until August 10 before calling or coming into the office.

High School office - will be closed July 13 and re-opens on August 10 for general enquiries. Summer hours are 8:30am-3:30pm, Monday – Friday.  Messages can be left on Ext.146 and personnel can be contacted at their school emails.

Student Council – the first major event will be the Road Trip.  Please look for the August mailing for more exciting details!
